
October’s been a scary month
for politics in Ventura County.
For weeks Brett  Wagner,
Democratic candidate for the
24th Congressional District, has
been calling for an investigation
into what he believes are
improper actions by Democratic
Party officials in Ventura County.

Last  Tuesday,
Wagner’s calls were
answered when it
was announced at
the regular meeting
of the Ventura
County Democratic
Central Committee
that an investigation
would begin soon.
The investigation
will be headed up by
Democratic  Party
Regional  Director
Bob Manley. 

“It’s a matter of
talking to people
and finding out who
said what and why,” said Manley
of the back-and-forth between
Wagner and the heads of the
Ventura County Democratic
Party.  “It ’s  one guy call ing
another guy a name — we’re
going to get to the bottom of it.”
Manley said a prel iminary
investigation had been
completed, but the investigation
proper would begin after the
Nov. 8 election. 

“This story is like my own
little Watergate, except I’m not
the burglar,” Wagner said,
relieved that his requests have
been granted. “It has the gay
dimension, there’s threatening e-
mails  — it ’s  hard to keep
everything straight at once,”
Wagner said, adding that it’s
been hard for him to keep the
focus where he wants it. “The
investigation is not about me, it’s

about the
Democratic Party
officials who took
these actions,”
said Wagner,
who’s recently
been under fire
from members of
his own party. 

They claim
W a g n e r ’ s
methods and
d e m e a n o r
threaten his
viabil i ty as a
candidate in what
is traditionally a
c o n s e r v a t i v e -
leaning district. 

“It’s simply that he’s not a
good candidate,” said Sue
Broidy, president of the Ojai
Democratic Club. She said the
party’s request for Wagner to
step down has nothing to do with
his open homosexuality.
“Absolutely not,” she said.
“That’s something that Brett has
put forward.”

Near-perfect weather continues

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Stacey Shiffman considers
herself  a  passionate,  hard-
working woman who loves her
job. Her job, however, does not
require her to go to an office and
it is not one she is paid for in
cash, but it is the hardest and
most rewarding job she has ever
had. This is because Shiffman’s
job is  the one thing she has
always wanted to do:  be a
mother. “As I was growing up,
this is what I always wanted to
be.  It feels great,” she says.

Shiffman grew up in Newport
Beach and attended Newport
Harbor High School before going
to USC. She majored in
education,  and ended up
teaching early childhood
development and parenting. She
has been teaching up unti l
recently and did so in Studio City
and Manhattan Beach for several
years. Her career, however, has
mainly been overshadowed by
her real job of parenting.

Life hasn’t always been ideal
for Shiffman, though. She has
severe Crohn’s disease, and has
been very sick in hospitals and
has had many surgeries and a few
close calls. “Crohn’s has given me
an incredible appreciation for
everything I have. I’m so glad to
just be able to go to my
daughter’s volleyball games or
my son’s plays. Just being able to
get up and make my children
breakfast is a big deal for me,”
Shiffman says.  “It  was so
incredibly profound for me to
have made it through everything
and to finally have children after

w a n t i n g
them for so
many years.”

Shi f fman
has been in Ojai only two months
but already she loves the town.
“It’s a great town. I like how
small and safe it is. The people
here are great and I love the
schools.” She spends her rare free
time playing tennis, guitar, and
loves Bikram yoga. “My daughter
and I go up to Carpinteria to do
it. It’s amazing. We exercise in a
room heated to 105 degrees and
you work quickly and by the end
you are soaking wet in sweat. It
feels incredibly cleansing. If I
could change something about
Ojai, I would add one of these.” 

Shiffman came here on the
advice of some friends and her
grandmother lived here, so it was
an easy transition. “We were
looking up here for boarding
schools for my daughter, but I
soon realized I couldn’t part with
her so I came with her,” Shiffman
says. “I just wasn’t happy with
the schools my kids were going
to and I had heard good things
about the schools up here so I
came to check it out.”

Shiffman lives in Ojai with her
15-year-old daughter, Jesse, her
7-year-old daughter Kendall and
9-year-old son Keaton, and Amy,
a daughter she adopted at age 14.
“I’m so happy to be here in this
town and to have my children.
All my life I wanted a family and
to be a mother. It is so great to
finally have that and I couldn’t be
happier.”

Wagner’s plea
goes heeded

L’Auberge owner bids
adieu to Ojai diners

For more than 25 years,
L’Auberge has brought the
traditional tastes of Belgium and
the French countryside to a
rustic, century-old cottage on El
Paseo Road.

And for  25  years  Paul
Franssen’s buoyant personality
has greeted diners at the door
with a razor wit ,  a  constant
smile and a lively “bonjour.” 

Now, after a quarter century
at the top of the Ojai dining
experience, Franssen is turning
the page on a new chapter in his
colorful life. He’s sold both the
building and the business to John

Langley,  producer of  the
television series “Cops. “

“I never thought I’d do it now
— I said, ‘Let’s keep going for
another two years for a nice
round figure,’” said the 73-year-
old restaurateur who had
planned on retiring at 75. “It just
happened that somebody came to
me and said they’d like to buy
the restaurant.” 

Born in Belgium, Franssen
learned the ins and outs of
cooking from his mother, and the
day-to-day operation of  a
business from his father. “My
parents owned a jewelry store
but I didn’t want to take over,”

New program at Mira

When the first bells rang in Ojai’s new school
year, many of the students weren’t in their seats.
Most of the music students were gone; every
journalism student was absent. The kids weren’t
being counseled and the library was closed.

This is because declining funding in California
has forced schools in the valley to resort to slashing
prices, with music, journalism and metal arts
programs being the first to go. A tight budget
makes it necessary for Ojai’s schools to deem these

programs, along with funding for junior high and
high school counseling and library hours in all
schools — not unnecessary — but “less” necessary.
Though, it all ends up the same as the programs get
dropped or scaled back, creating a need for
organizations such as the Ojai  Education
Foundation.

The OEF has spent the past 13 years raising
money through an annual fund-raising campaign
and by collecting donations to make sure the future
journalists can write, the musicians play, and the

Dullenkopf.  Mr.  Dullenkopf
spent  his  youth in Fort
Lauderdale, Fla., and graduated
with an AA degree in aviation
from Miami Dade University. He
continued his  education at
Colorado State  Universi ty,
Colorado, where he met his wife,
Gail  Pohls .  They moved to
California,  where they were
married in 1974 in Solvang. Mr.
Dullenkopf and his wife, Gail,
lived in Santa Paula from 1974 to
1986, and started their family
before joining the Upper Ojai
community 19 years ago.

In 1982, his interest in aviation
led him to purchase Screaming
Eagle Aviation based at the Santa
Paula Airport. His company is
known nationwide for its quality
new and used aircraft.

During his 37 years as a pilot,
Mr.  Dullenkopf logged over
10,000 f l ight hours and sold
planes in faraway places from
Australia to South Africa.

His community involvement

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fine artists create. Their mini-
grant program awards grants of
up to $1,000 to teachers, mainly,
letting them cover the cost of
materials  the schools can’t
provide. Still, what about the
classes that have been cut? 

“What we’re trying to do is
expand the role and the mission
of OEF to go beyond this mini-
grant program,” said OEF board
member Steve Fields.

Though the expansion is still
in the developmental stages, OEF
would l ike to restore the
dropped classes. They want to
send the teachers to school,
giving them fellowships to go
back and sharpen their skills.
Plans are also on the drawing
board to get K-12 science and
math scores on par with national
recommendations.

This last concern addresses
an alarming trend as the United
States falls farther down the
educational scale.  American
12th-grade  recent ly  scored
below the international level for
21  countr ies  in  those  two
subjec ts .  When looked at
global ly ,  we f ind American
manufacturers  taking our
economy abroad, not solely for
the  lower  cost  o f  doing
business ,  but  for  more
intel l igent  workers  as  well .
Af ter  awhi le ,  i t  becomes  a
question of whether there are
any jobs left ,  not  whether a
student can get one or not. And
it all starts here in Ojai.

“We have a strong community
here, with a lot of people who
would like to help improve the
educational experience of the
students in our town,” said
Fields.

Broidy’s name is one of 24
party officials signed to an Oct. 3
letter asking for Wagner to call an
end to his candidacy. If Wagner
chose to continue his campaign,
the letter said the party would
“have no alternative but to
publicly oppose” him. Wagner
claims the letter writers signed
the request in their official
capacity as party leaders, which
Wagner said is a violation of their
oath of office. “I signed as an
individual — the designation was
purely as identification,” said
Broidy. “I think this is Brett’s
contention that I might have
done something wrong. He’s got
to remind himself that he’s a self-
styled candidate and I’m an
elected official — he really has no
right to call on me to resign.”

Wagner is anxious for the
investigation,  and believes
weathering the storm will leave
his candidacy — and the party
on the whole — stronger and
more ready to face conservative
stalwart Elton Gallegly in the
2006 election. 

“I’m very optimistic that this
investigation will help restore a
much-needed sense of
transparency and justice to our
local Democratic Party,” Wagner
said. “I also think this will make
it clear once and for all that the
era of smoke-filled backroom
politics is over.” 

Broidy said she anticipates not
one opponent to Wagner in the
June primary, but two. Though
neither has officially filed for
candidacy, Broidy said Jil l
Martinez and Mary Pallant are
expected to challenge Wagner this
summer. 

“I’m just delighted that two
women are running as
candidates,” Broidy said. “I think
it’s essential that more women
are represented.” Broidy also
said she’s  regretful  that  the
California State Democratic Party
won’t endorse any candidates
until after the primary. “I think
endorsing early would be a
wonderful idea,” she said. “I
come from a British political
tradit ion where the parties
interviewed and chose
candidates. I’m astonished in this
country that they don’t have a bit
more party discipline over here.”

the seminars are open to anyone
who’s interested and Yabrof said
they’re beneficial for parents and
educators alike. 

Though difficult to describe
without seeing it happening in
person, Yabrof said the technique
involves singing traditional songs
with accompanying hand motions.

Songs are repeated with different
physical variations each time —
new elements that keep the brain
just enough off balance that it
stays open and aware as it
anticipates whatever challenge
may come next. “Part of the
understanding is that when an
athlete is in peak performance —
when an executive is in the zone
— it’s the same as the play state,”
said Yabrof, a second-grade
teacher for 12 years at Mira Monte.
“You’re not conscious of time,
you’re totally there participating.”

Though participants do learn
various musical techniques, the
method is especially effective with
non-music educational subjects. “I
use music in many ways in my
classroom,” YAbrof said.
“Research is telling us that music
most closely resembles the way the
brain communicates with itself.”
Whether we notice it or not, she
said, music is already an essential
part of our lives, used in various

ways to enhance communication.
“Why do you think commercials
use music? I still remember
commercial jingles from 3rd
grade,” she said by example. 

The first of three Education
Through Music seminars happens
this weekend, Saturday and
Sunday, in the Mira Monte multi-
purpose room. The second session
is Jan. 6 and 7. and the third is on
March 24 and March 25.

The Friday night workshops
run from 5:30 to 8:30 p.m., and
the Saturday workshops are from
8:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. All
interested parties are encouraged
to visit this weekend’s session.
Registration is $350, but Yabrof
said no one should turn away
because of money. 

“It  makes the classroom a
much more enjoyable place to be
and the social  development
would be worth it for its own
sake,” said Yabrof. “The beauty
that’s created is so joyful.”

he remembered. “I said I’m going
to leave and do something” —
which he did in 1964, landing in
Santa Barbara, where he took a job
as the dining room manager at the
Biltmore Hotel. When friends told
him the owners of Ojai restaurant
L’Auberge Parisienne were
considering selling, Franssen
jumped on the idea of owning and
operating his own restaurant. 

Destroyed by the 1917 fire, the
L’Auberge building was rebuilt by
Mead and Requa — the architects
responsible for the Arcade, the post
office, and other notable buildings
around Ojai. Before becoming
Donovan’s Stewpot in the ‘50s, Ojai
historian David Mason said the
building was the parsonage for the
Presbyterian Church.

In 1980, Franssen opened the
doors on the new L’Auberge, after
a year of negotiating the sale,
renovating the building, and
developing the menu. “We were
very well received immediately,”
he said. Franssen dropped the
Parisienne from the restaurant’s
name, which means “the inn.” 

The menu has remained intact
with only slight changes over the
years — much like his staff, the
majority of which have been with
Franssen between 15 to 20 years.
He said that more than likely the
atmosphere and menu will change
with the new owners. “I think they
want to make it a more
contemporary setting,” he said.
“This is old-fashioned — it has a lot
of charm to me, but there are
changes with the young people
who want it a little more noisy,
with big tables.”

Langley has hired a new
executive chef, and Ted Gowrie —
Franssen’s loyal chef for over 23
years — is planning to take some
time for himself before exploring
prospects. “He’s never really
stepped in,” said Gowrie of
Franssen’s management style. “He
wants good food and presentation,
but he’s always let me run the
kitchen. It’s been great.”

Franssen is both excited and
nervous for what lies ahead. 

“I’m going into something
which is a little unknown — I feel
that I still may have a lot to learn,”
he said.

Chinese ginseng (Panax
ginseng) may be the most widely
known herb in the world, though
American ginseng (Panax
quinquefolium), its less well-
known counterpart, is actually
better suited for use by most in
the United States.

While American ginseng was
known to American Indians, the
Chinese learned of it from two
Jesuit priests in Canada in the
mid-1700s,  and American
ginseng was exported to China in
large quantities around and after
the time

of the American Revolution.
George Washington and Daniel
Boone were involved in its trade.
For the past 100 years American
ginseng has been cultivated,
predominantly in the state of
Wisconsin and Ontario, Canada.
In most areas where it grows
wild it is a scarce and protected
species, and use of wild roots is
discouraged. Some efforts have
been made to “cultivate” ginseng
in wild habitat, though it is quite
expensive to produce.

For both ginsengs,  i t  is
primarily the root that is used as
an herb, and they are renowned
for their  abil i ty to provide
supplemental energy to the body
known in Chinese medicine as Qi
(pronounced chee).

Both also have a combination

of sweet and bitter tastes, with
American ginseng being more
bitter while Chinese ginseng is
more sweet. It is this contrast in
their tastes that reveals their most
important difference —
American ginseng is  cool  in
temperature,  while Chinese
ginseng is warm. The greater
amount of bitter taste is what
gives the American ginseng its
cooling quality and makes it
better-suited for most Americans,
since we tend to be
constitutionally warm. This is
especially true in a warm climate
like Southern California.
However, American ginseng is
not so bitter as to be unpleasant
in a tea,  s ince i t  has some
balancing sweetness.

American ginseng is generally
a very safe herb.  And while
Chinese ginseng should be
avoided by those with elevated
blood pressure,  American
ginseng is not known to affect
blood pressure.

Usually a bit less expensive
than Chinese ginseng, American
ginseng is  widely available.
Capsules sometimes contain the
unprocessed powder providing
the full  spectrum of natural
ingredients.  Other capsules
contain a concentrate which
provides more ginsenosides, a
group of component chemicals.
Some capsules contain both
powder and concentrate to give a
well-rounded product. Tea bags
generally contain powder made
from smaller roots or rootlets, a
lower grade, since the largest
roots have the greatest potency.
Probably the very best way to
take American ginseng is as a
powder ground fresh from whole
roots.  I t  can be st irred,  for
example, into a cup of green tea
at breakfast as a starter for the
day.

Finds that films
do enrich spirit

To the editor:
Can film enrich the human

spirit? Or does the medium and
industry mostly impoverish it?
Can an enterprise with such
impressive power to make
celebrities and define glamour —
so that the uncelebrated and
ordinary elements in life appear
without charm — lift, connect,
and empower us? 

Because of the film industry’s
complicity with and dependence
on unrewarding forms of

stargazing, I approached the Ojai
Film Festival’s quest to enrich the
human spirit through film with a
high degree of  skepticism.
Fortunately,  there were
numerous selections in this year’s
festival that made good on the
high-minded theme and
challenge of the festival. 

One of the most memorable is
the film “Dead End Job.” By
rendering charming and
interesting people who, by age
and weight,  are typically
disrespected by
cinematographers, this film made
people attractive by exposing
their capacity for self-awareness
and kindness rather than for
photogenic or aesthetic visual
appearance. 

The rich selection of
documentary films in this year’s
fest ival  reminds us of  the
medium’s capacity to reach large
audiences with testimony and
evidence important for public
dialogue on critical social issues.
The documentaries screened
should contribute to constructive
public debate on the U.S. trade
embargo with Cuba, poverty in
America, the ongoing horrors of
“ethnic cleansing,” the costs of

the Iraq war, and the role of
corporate media in shaping
public opinion about war. One
notable entry in this category,
“Off  to War,” fol lows an
Arkansas National Guard troop
as they prepare to,  and
eventually, serve in Iraq. The
filmmakers have performed an
invaluable to service to those
who have faith in the United
States as a force of good in the
world and who are willing to
sacrifice their lives and loved
ones to fight in Iraq, and to those
who, as a result of the Iraq war,
have almost lost faith in their
country and its leaders.

By respecting both sides, the
filmmakers help us find a basis
for understanding and dialogue. 

By including a significant
amount of work by “emerging”
fi lmmakers,  the fest ival
contributes to both the future and
the democratization of
filmmaking. Asking audiences to
give new talent and voices a
chance to be heard in a context
not dominated by bottom-line
thinking can allow filmmaking
that  appeals  to humane and

Do your city a favor. Make a point to drive
in both directions past the corner of
Cañada and Ojai Avenue. As you do,

imagine a wall of plaster and glass rising more than
twice the height of the O-Hi Frostie filling two-
thirds of the block and extending all the way to the
Pacific Bell building. This is the dream of developer
Ron Polito, architect David Bury, and the Ojai
Redevelopment Commission. Mr. Polito, for one,
apparently sees this as the first step in walling-in
the entire entry to the city, with redevelopment of
the Carrows and liquor store properties across the
street as the next step. Is this your vision for
maintaining the character and charm of Ojai? Is
turning Ojai into a typical Southern California
suburb what fuels our No. 1 economic engine, the
tourist industry? These are the questions our Ojai
Planning Commission must decide, and they need
your help. 

Being a member of the Planning Commission is
not an easy job. Sure, a lot of the legalities are taken
care of in zoning and planning documents, but the
wise group who put together our General Plan left a
lot of fudge room, enabling commissioners to allow
for maintaining the character and charm of our city.
This, unfortunately, leaves them open to tirades such
as the one they admirably weathered from developer
Ron Polito at their last meeting. Mr. Polito was upset
that the commission was sending him back once
again to downsize his proposed massive
development at Cañada Street and Ojai Avenue,
arguably the gateway to downtown. In their
deliberations, the commission was simply applying
the guidelines in the General Plan that restrain
development that encroaches on views of the
mountains, that draws away from the Arcade as the
central feature of the downtown, and that overbuilds
for the surrounding neighborhood, among others. 

On Mr. Polito’s behalf, he does seem to genuinely
feel that he is trying to do something special for the
city. He is working with his architect and the

commission to put up a beautiful building.
Unfortunately, he is working with an architect who
seems to ignore the restrictions in the code that
protect against the “mansionization” of Ojai. I
haven’t been to many Planning Commission
meetings, but at each one representatives of Bury
and Associates have stood aghast in front of the
commission after once again being asked to scale
back a design. I’m not sure if they are surprised
because they just don’t get it that most people in Ojai
don’t appreciate lot-filling development and 24-foot
walls rising up right at the setback line, or because
they believe what Mr. Polito uttered in frustration —
that Mr. Bury is “the golden boy,” with the inference
that what he draws will automatically be approved.

The commission was also treated to what can
only be termed a shameful display from their own
staff. Community Development director Robert
Casias berated the commissioners in open session
for not caving in to Mr. Polito’s tirade. To my
knowledge, it is the role of city staff to provide a
dispassionate analysis of each project that comes
before the commission. Staff provides the advice on
whether or not a project meets legal requirements
and conforms to the city’s General Plan. It should
have been his role to point out the numerous
departures from the General Plan that would have
to be made in order to approve this project. Instead,
he left that up to concerned community members
who attended the meeting to protest the large scale
of the design and chose to use his energy to
blatantly lobby for a proposed development.

The Planning Commission needs your help. On
whichever side of this project you find yourself, it’s
important that the commission hear from as many
citizens as they can. The building that ends up on
this incredibly visible and important corner will
serve as a cornerstone to guide redevelopment of
the entire downtown area of Ojai. What legacy do
you want to leave? My vote is for maintaining the
unique small-town character of our city and
avoiding the urge to blend in, however stylishly,
with our Southern California neighbors.

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Surgical weight
loss now option

Severely obese patients, who
have never been able to keep
pounds off with diet pills, exercise,
or other weight-loss programs now
have a minimally invasive surgery
option,  being performed at
Community Memorial Hospital,
that significantly reduces food
intake.

The Lap-Band System (Inamed
Health, Santa Barbara) creates an
earlier feeling of fullness and limits
food consumption. The Lap-Band
System, which is adjustable and
reversible, is placed laparoscopically
without cutting or stapling of the
stomach or gastrointestinal re-
routing to bypass normal digestion.

The Wildcats came out on top
in last week’s battle between
Nordhoff’s  and Villanova’s
underclassmen, beating the frosh-
soph Rangers, 26-14 at Nordhoff.

The Rangers tried to stage a
comeback in the second half,
showing they can do a little wide-
out and flinging of their own
when Tim Kastner hauled in a 48-
yard touchdown pass to cut the
lead to 26-14. Kastner’s score
followed a 1-yard TD run from
Nordhoff’s Chris Whittaker. After
forcing the fourth and 27 punt
from Villanova at 6:18 in the
fourth quarter,  the Rangers
decided to go for broke. Drew
Rodriguez took the snap, handed
it to the running back, who threw
the lateral pass to the half back,
who threw to an open Shane
Wolcott with a wide open field.
Unfortunately, the pass went long
and bounced harmlessly on the
grass. With 42.6 seconds to play,
Nordhoff tried one more wide-
out and fling, but Madlem batted
away the fourth and 20 pass to
lock up the game.

“They’re a good team,” said
Madlem about the Rangers. “I’m
looking forward to playing
against them in a varsity game
someday, if it ever happens.” 

The “it’s only a little blood”
award goes to Villanova’s Nick
Forster,  who shrugged off
multiple injuries to help the
Wildcats stave off Nordhoff’s
comeback.

‘Nova JV holds
off Ranger rally

The Rangers are going to have
to wait another week to pop that
cork, missing an opportunity to
lock up a play-off  spot last
Friday at home against Oak Park.
Those in attendance got a show,
nevertheless, as Nordhoff took it
the distance, making sure the
game wasn’t over till it was over.

The return of Tyler Whitcomb
was a welcome addition, but
wasn’t enough to hold off the
Eagles,  who pulled off  the
shocker,  28-22,  to drop the
Rangers to 6-2 on the season, 2-2
within the Tri-Valley League.

“What really hurt us was that
we failed to score on the opening
drive,” said Nordhoff coach, Cliff
Farrar. “(Before Oak Park) we
scored to open six consecutive
games.”

Oscar Dominguez covered the
Ranger’s first quarter points,
kicking the ball 32 yards through
the posts. The three points from
Dominguez were good enough
to give the Rangers the 10-7 lead
going into the half after Oak Park
and Nordhoff traded rushing
touchdowns in the second
quarter, Nordhoff’s coming on a
4-yard run by Whitcomb.

Breaking from their usual
game, Nordhoff put the ball in
the air on seven of the team’s
first 13 snaps. The increased
passing would ultimately lead to
Nordhoff’s  downfall  as  the
Eagles’ Gabe Derricks played
gatekeeper, grabbing two goal
line picks against the Rangers —
essentially robbing the NHS
offense of 14 points and the
game.

Robert Erickson’s 143 passing
yards were in no way a bad
thing, mixing up an offense that
gained 241 yards rushing behind
Whitcomb’s 81 yards, 62 from
Casey Catlett and 59 by Erickson.
The Nordhoff shuffle produced
384 all-purpose yards by the
Ranger crew to 251 yards from
Oak Park. The Rangers were just
outplayed by Derricks and OP
quarterback Doug Deakin, the
Eagles’ gunner who ran for two
touchdowns and passed for
another.  Derricks snuffed a
Ranger comeback at the goal
with 14.6 seconds to play, getting
between Erickson and Marty
Myers (five receptions for 55
yards) on a fourth-down, win-or-
go-home pass attempt. 

Asked what happened with
his team this weekend, Farrar
said, “I don’t think anything
happened. I just thought it was a
great football game and we came
up on the short end. The ball
took some bounces in some key
spots that went against us, but I
thought the two teams played
some great football”

The Toads put on a football
show for fr iends and family
Saturday, knocking the wind out
of Los Angeles Lutheran, 66-26, to
celebrate Thacher’s  Family
Weekend. The victory makes the
Toads 5-2 on the season and
looking toward the play-offs once
again. A win in their final regular
season game next week should
lock up the postseason spot,
assuming Santa Clarita Christian
loses to league-leader,  Faith
Baptist, as expected.

There wasn’t much competition
in Saturday’s game. The Lions
came to town with a firm hold on
last place in the Heritage League,
but couldn’t get a hold on much
else — certainly not the athletic
Toads, who broke more than a few
LAL tackles on their way to 408
rushing yards.

After a 13-yard touchdown run
by Bob Kamuyu, a 21-yard TD
pass from Max Barbakow to Billy
Irwin, a two-point conversion by
Chris Gordan, a 41-yard run by
Irwin, the extra two points from
P.J. Benner, a 63-yard explosion
from Kamuyu and the conversion
by Barbakow, the Toads led, 30-6
after 12 minutes. The only mistake
Thacher made in the quarter
occurred when the Toads allowed
LAL’s Casey Arias to return a
kickoff 80 yards for the score. 

After Benner and Barbakow
each added rushing touchdowns
in the second quarter, the Thacher
starters were done for the day.

fine artists create. Their mini-
grant program awards grants of
up to $1,000 to teachers, mainly,
letting them cover the cost of
materials  the schools can’t
provide. Still, what about the
classes that have been cut? 

“What we’re trying to do is
expand the role and the mission
of OEF to go beyond this mini-
grant program,” said OEF board
member Steve Fields.

Though the expansion is still
in the developmental stages, OEF
would l ike to restore the
dropped classes. They want to
send the teachers to school,
giving them fellowships to go
back and sharpen their skills.
Plans are also on the drawing
board to get K-12 science and
math scores on par with national
recommendations.

This last concern addresses
an alarming trend as the United
States falls farther down the
educational scale.  American
12th-grade  recent ly  scored
below the international level for
21  countr ies  in  those  two
subjec ts .  When looked at
global ly ,  we f ind American
manufacturers  taking our
economy abroad, not solely for
the  lower  cost  o f  doing
business ,  but  for  more
intel l igent  workers  as  well .
Af ter  awhi le ,  i t  becomes  a
question of whether there are
any jobs left ,  not  whether a
student can get one or not. And
it all starts here in Ojai.

“We have a strong community
here, with a lot of people who
would like to help improve the
educational experience of the
students in our town,” said
Fields.

Broidy’s name is one of 24
party officials signed to an Oct. 3
letter asking for Wagner to call an
end to his candidacy. If Wagner
chose to continue his campaign,
the letter said the party would
“have no alternative but to
publicly oppose” him. Wagner
claims the letter writers signed
the request in their official
capacity as party leaders, which
Wagner said is a violation of their
oath of office. “I signed as an
individual — the designation was
purely as identification,” said
Broidy. “I think this is Brett’s
contention that I might have
done something wrong. He’s got
to remind himself that he’s a self-
styled candidate and I’m an
elected official — he really has no
right to call on me to resign.”

Wagner is anxious for the
investigation,  and believes
weathering the storm will leave
his candidacy — and the party
on the whole — stronger and
more ready to face conservative
stalwart Elton Gallegly in the
2006 election. 

“I’m very optimistic that this
investigation will help restore a
much-needed sense of
transparency and justice to our
local Democratic Party,” Wagner
said. “I also think this will make
it clear once and for all that the
era of smoke-filled backroom
politics is over.” 

Broidy said she anticipates not
one opponent to Wagner in the
June primary, but two. Though
neither has officially filed for
candidacy, Broidy said Jil l
Martinez and Mary Pallant are
expected to challenge Wagner this
summer. 

“I’m just delighted that two
women are running as
candidates,” Broidy said. “I think
it’s essential that more women
are represented.” Broidy also
said she’s  regretful  that  the
California State Democratic Party
won’t endorse any candidates
until after the primary. “I think
endorsing early would be a
wonderful idea,” she said. “I
come from a British political
tradit ion where the parties
interviewed and chose
candidates. I’m astonished in this
country that they don’t have a bit
more party discipline over here.”

the seminars are open to anyone
who’s interested and Yabrof said
they’re beneficial for parents and
educators alike. 

Though difficult to describe
without seeing it happening in
person, Yabrof said the technique
involves singing traditional songs
with accompanying hand motions.

Songs are repeated with different
physical variations each time —
new elements that keep the brain
just enough off balance that it
stays open and aware as it
anticipates whatever challenge
may come next. “Part of the
understanding is that when an
athlete is in peak performance —
when an executive is in the zone
— it’s the same as the play state,”
said Yabrof, a second-grade
teacher for 12 years at Mira Monte.
“You’re not conscious of time,
you’re totally there participating.”

Though participants do learn
various musical techniques, the
method is especially effective with
non-music educational subjects. “I
use music in many ways in my
classroom,” YAbrof said.
“Research is telling us that music
most closely resembles the way the
brain communicates with itself.”
Whether we notice it or not, she
said, music is already an essential
part of our lives, used in various

ways to enhance communication.
“Why do you think commercials
use music? I still remember
commercial jingles from 3rd
grade,” she said by example. 

The first of three Education
Through Music seminars happens
this weekend, Saturday and
Sunday, in the Mira Monte multi-
purpose room. The second session
is Jan. 6 and 7. and the third is on
March 24 and March 25.

The Friday night workshops
run from 5:30 to 8:30 p.m., and
the Saturday workshops are from
8:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. All
interested parties are encouraged
to visit this weekend’s session.
Registration is $350, but Yabrof
said no one should turn away
because of money. 

“It  makes the classroom a
much more enjoyable place to be
and the social  development
would be worth it for its own
sake,” said Yabrof. “The beauty
that’s created is so joyful.”

he remembered. “I said I’m going
to leave and do something” —
which he did in 1964, landing in
Santa Barbara, where he took a job
as the dining room manager at the
Biltmore Hotel. When friends told
him the owners of Ojai restaurant
L’Auberge Parisienne were
considering selling, Franssen
jumped on the idea of owning and
operating his own restaurant. 

Destroyed by the 1917 fire, the
L’Auberge building was rebuilt by
Mead and Requa — the architects
responsible for the Arcade, the post
office, and other notable buildings
around Ojai. Before becoming
Donovan’s Stewpot in the ‘50s, Ojai
historian David Mason said the
building was the parsonage for the
Presbyterian Church.

In 1980, Franssen opened the
doors on the new L’Auberge, after
a year of negotiating the sale,
renovating the building, and
developing the menu. “We were
very well received immediately,”
he said. Franssen dropped the
Parisienne from the restaurant’s
name, which means “the inn.” 

The menu has remained intact
with only slight changes over the
years — much like his staff, the
majority of which have been with
Franssen between 15 to 20 years.
He said that more than likely the
atmosphere and menu will change
with the new owners. “I think they
want to make it a more
contemporary setting,” he said.
“This is old-fashioned — it has a lot
of charm to me, but there are
changes with the young people
who want it a little more noisy,
with big tables.”

Langley has hired a new
executive chef, and Ted Gowrie —
Franssen’s loyal chef for over 23
years — is planning to take some
time for himself before exploring
prospects. “He’s never really
stepped in,” said Gowrie of
Franssen’s management style. “He
wants good food and presentation,
but he’s always let me run the
kitchen. It’s been great.”

Franssen is both excited and
nervous for what lies ahead. 

“I’m going into something
which is a little unknown — I feel
that I still may have a lot to learn,”
he said.
